Refund Policy Form

Please be sure to read this entire document and sign in the appropriate place.

Full payment is expected from students during the registration period November 26-December 21, 2007.  Courses start the week of January 7 and last 10 weeks.  Payment can be made by credit card in person or over the phone, check or money order through mail or in person, or cash in person.  The payment should be sent with a completed registration and refund policy form.

Each L.A.C.A. class must have a minimum of five students registered and paid in full by the last day of registration in order to take place.  This insures that all parties involved, students and instructors, will be prepared beforehand.  This provides a window of time in which all parties can make alternate plans should the class not take place due to lack of registrants.  If the class does not fill to the minimum size, class would be canceled, students notified and payments returned.  If there were any doubt that the class would not fill to the minimum size, it is still important that the students send their payments so they would be counted.  Your payment is your commitment! The payment would be set aside until the class were confirmed to take place.
Class fee is $175.  Any payment received after December 21, must include a $25 late fee (for a total of $200.)  Students that enroll early or enroll with a friend will be rewarded with a discounted fee.  The “early bird” special discounted fee is $140 and the deadline is December 7.  The “buddy” special discounted fee is also $140 and the deadline is December 21.   Students taking the same class for the second time only owe $75.

Any student can receive a refund if they are unable to complete a L.A.C.A. class.  There are certain stipulations though.  The non-refundable portion of the registration payment is $25.00.  Contact  L.A.C.A. 7 days prior to the start of class, receive back all but the non-refundable portion.  Withdraw the first day of class, 50% will be refunded.  No refunds will be provided after the first day of class.  The student should actually speak with the instructor during business hours in order to withdraw from a class.  Voice mails, emails, faxes, and letters cannot be accepted.

In case of a refund, the student can expect to receive it by mail within 30 working days from their withdrawal from the class.
